Conclusion
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The WHS provides an opportunity for the international community to propose solutions for effective and efficient
humanitarian aid delivery. To be successful, Member States must transform the commitments agreed upon at the
Summit into actioable strategies that can be met by all stakeholders. If the commitments lack substantive solutions
and strategies that prompt institutional change regarding humanitarian assistance, the practical success of the
Summit outcome documents will be impededniber States, as well as NGOs and local leaders understand the

need to reform the humanitarian aid system, and they must ensure that the commitments embody the genuine change
so strongly called for.
